CODES  OF  CONDUCT  
GUIDELINES  FOR  PARENTS


1. Please attend matches as often as possible to support your son/daughter and the team that he/she is representing.  Without you, Slough Cricket Club would be the poorer.
								
1. The Managers/Coaches have been trained to give a consistent approach to your son’s/daughter’s cricket education.

1. Parents/Guardians are not permitted to go onto the field of play and are requested not to give advice about the game to their son/daughter at any stage of, or during, the match or Training.

1. Parents/Guardians should not enter into the dressing room areas at any stage of the match.  Should your son/daughter sustain an injury this may be waived at the discretion of the team manager or coach?

1. Players are expected to remain with the team for the duration of the match.  This fosters team spirit and aids their cricket education generally.
	
1. Unless asked to help by one of the team officials, do not interfere with the warm-up, or comment in the periods or breaks on the involvement of your son/daughter in the match.  All activities are governed by the guidelines drawn up and encouraged by the ECB and the Berkshire Cricket Board.

1. Parents/Guardians are advised that generally transport is not provided and whilst we appreciate that it is sometimes difficult for you to make arrangements, we request that you do not ask the team manager/coach to assist. 

1. If there are matters that concern you or your son/daughter (cricket or otherwise) please write to Colts Coordinator of the Slough Cricket Club.

1. Parents/Guardians are advised to read the Players Code of Conduct which is issued in conjunction with this Parents Code.

NOTE:  This guide should be applied to all coaching activities.


The above guidelines are not intended to offend, but managers/coaches are entrusted by the Slough Cricket Club to educate players to a consistent cricketing standard.  As parents we have often played the game, and sometimes feel we could do better.  Experience shows that only confusion results.  Each officer, as well as your son/daughter, is subject to strict codes.  This code is only intended to guide, and to encourage you to become part of the team involved in Slough Cricket Club.
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
